Recently, St. James received a check in the amount of 
$106,800.00 from PennDot. This was payment for the transfer of 
property frontage which will allow for the widening of Route 
309. The following recommendation was approved by the C-
Team on Tuesday, August 14, 2007:   The Finance Team 
recommends 1) using the first $29,000 to cover the balance due to 
RSI, with the monies required for the December payment being 
placed into a Certificate of Deposit until needed; 2) in 
conjunction with 1 transferring the $4000 that was moved from 
the Building Upkeep Fund to the Renovation Fund back to the 
Building Upkeep Fund, and 3) using the balance of the funds 
received ($77,800) from PennDOT to establish the Property 
Endowment Fund to be managed with the general Endowment 
Funds.
