AREAS OF MINISTRY REPORTS: 

Worship – No report. 
Learning – Attached. 
Outreach – Evangelism – Kim Riedy has stepped down as chair. Phone calls – a script and list 
have been complied. Nursery – No one was able to make the meeting. Social Ministry – Bread 
Day is being held on 3/25. The Rev. Dennis Ritter will be the guest preacher and will lead the 
Adult Forum. Pam Wallace would like to see the congregation take a small step toward Mission. 
Diakon has a program to link a person to what benefits they are eligible for. The team is working 
on thinking through the benefit check-up. They are shooting for the fall or a kick off. They will 
need office space, phone and modem. The Transient Fund needs to be looked at. This is a SLAC 
program. Food Bank has had a problem with mice. They are now rotating the stock and Ken 
Miller is working on cleaning. 
 Pastor thanked God for Pam Wallace and the work this team is doing. 
MOPS – Asked for permission to have an Egg Hunt on Palm Sunday following the 10:45 service. 
Permission was granted. They will also be having a Friendly’s Family Fun Night on April 23 at 
the Quakertown Friendly’s from 5-8 p.m. 
Resources:  Stewardship – Mary Ann Vought went over the plans for Consecration Sunday, April 
29. Council made a suggestion that a dessert and coffee event be held instead of the Leaders 
Dinner. Mary Ann will take it back to the team to make a final decision. 
 Pastor thanked Mary Ann and the team for their work and for their efforts over the last 2 
years. Finance – attached. The Finance team discussed a gift of 10% of the actual monthly income 
be given to the Synod instead of 10% of the Budget. Council will think and pray about this.  



Property – The church has a mouse problem as well. Ehrlich has been called.  Roof over Nursery 
School area is on the agenda. The Team is trying measures on their own. Renovation task force – 
will be meeting with Captial Campaign companies. A borough meeting is being held on 3/15 at 
Borough Hall regarding Rt. 309. Two members of the team will attend. Endowment – Need more 
team members. Woodland Cemetery – no report. Fellowship & Support – Lenten dinner went 
well. Will be helping with Bread Day. Personnel & Staff Support – No report. 
Natural Church Development – No report.

Don Mosebrook went over the 
process in place in prior years. Discussion. Pastor asked that the Finance Team come up with a 
plan. Have faith in God and continue to respond in faith. The issue is that we should challenge the 
congregation to give more before cuts are made. 

2. Seekers classes are scheduled to begin the week after Easter. Pastor would like all C-Team 
members to attend these classes. He will provide the schedule to each C-Team member. 

3. Membership roles – The roles are current as of 12/31/06. Discussed a letter to be sent. Tabled until 
the next meeting of the C-Team. 

4. Ed Zinn challenges the congregation to do Mission beyond the walls of St. James.
